This candidate
is strong in their focused area of study and believes in the ideals of an integrated society and
the values of equity, inclusion, and belonging.  Each fellow will work with their respective
academic department, the Fellows Team, and the Fellows Program Director.  The program
offers Teaching Fellows a window into every aspect of independent school life with a curated
curriculum focused on pedagogy, leadership and independent school life.

A bachelor’s degree is required before position start date. Candidates should have an academic
background and possess proficient technology skills. The candidate should also demonstrate a
commitment to leading, learning, and teaching in a diverse community.  The candidate should
have organizational skills, verbal and written communication skills, and the ability to work
effectively as a team member.
